TERMS OF REFERENCE (TORs) FOR THE NATIONAL COMMUNITY MULTIMEDIA CENTRES (CMCs) PROGRAM COORDINATOR 
INTRODUCTION

The Ministry of Science and Technology, together with Ministry of Transport and Communication have initiated the implementation process of the World Bank funded Mozambique eGovernment and Communication Infrastructure Project (MEGCIP), which intends to support the Government of Mozambique in the implementation of key-priority initiatives of the national ICT Policy Implementation and eGovernment strategies as well as to continue supporting the strengthening of the national telecommunication sector. The Project activities are focused on the following three major areas, each consisting of a number of sub-projects and covering a number of public services and institutions:
· Technical Assistance to National Information and Communication Technology (ICT) Institutions;

· Support on the development of the Connectivity Infrastructures and Services;

· Support of the establishment of eGovernment Platforms and Applications.
One of the MEGCIP Project activities is the National Community Multimedia Centres (CMCs) program, which focuses on the districts, identified by the Government as the backbone of the national development. The mission of the program is to accelerate the rural development and improve the lifestyle of the rural population, introducing ICT’s services and techniques, thereby supporting the performance improvement of the major sectors and maximizing the sharing of resources, best practices and synergies.

The Ministry of Science and Technology is the coordinating agency for this initiative in collaboration with Ministry of Planning and Development, the private sector, universities and other development partners, as the World Bank, UNDP, UNESCO, etc.

To guarantee the National CMC’s program implementation, the Ministry of Science and Technology is searching for a highly qualified professional for the position of National Community Multimedia Centres (CMCs) Program Coordinator. 

OBJECTIVES

The main goal of the position of National Community Multimedia Centres (CMCs) Program Coordinator is to lead and manage the expansion of the CMCs network to all the districts of Mozambique, creating local centres of knowledge, with particular attention in the promotion and development of contents, establishment of networks and technologies within the computer area, diffusion of scientific information and public services at district level. She/He must conjugate efforts with the goal of maximizing the income of the investments in support of the government programs and civil society needs, supporting thus the local development empowerment of communities with the use of Information and Communication Technologies (ICTs). 
SCOPE OF WORK 
The National Community Multimedia Centres (CMCs) Program Coordinator will report to the Minister of Science and Technology (MCT), who can delegate this responsibility to other senior officer of the Ministry of Science and Technology. The National CMCs Program Coordinator will also work in close collaboration with the Directorate of Infrastructures and Information Systems (DISI) of the Ministry of Science and Technology and in articulation with other implementing agencies such as the Ministry of Planning and Development, Provincial Governments and Districts. The National CMCs Program Coordinator will be responsible of daily management of the program team and will be also responsible to ensure that all activities linked with CMCs in the scope of the MEGCIP project will be implemented in accordance with rules and procedures of the Government of Mozambique and the World Bank on effective and efficient manner.
ESSENTIAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

The National CMCs Program Coordinator will be responsible for the essential duties indicated below which should be undertaken on a full time basis with the goal of implementing the National CMCs Program management process efficiently.  
· Direct responsibility for the management, planning and implementation of the National CMCs Program;

· Responsible to coordinate and supervise all the activities of the National CMCs Program implementation team;
· Responsible for the establishment of the National CMCs Program Steering Committee, organizing regular meetings with the Steering Committee;
· Prepare working plans and regular implementation reports to the to submitted to the Steering Committee, Ministry of Science and Technology, local partners and the World Bank;
· Prepare the use of the available financial resources for the National Program of CMCs on the MEGCIP Project, including coordination and good allocation of financial resources provided by  other partners to develop specific activities of the National CMCs Program;
· Supervise the implementation of National CMCs Program yearly operational plans;
· Organize regular monitoring and evaluation activities of the National CMCs Program, including site visits and organize initiatives of qualitative research on the impact of CMCs;

· Ensure regular contacts and coordination with the government authorities at the national, provincial and district levels; 
·  Supervise the activities of the National CMCs Program team;

· Ensure regular contacts and coordination with national and local actors, stakeholders, regional and international networks working in the same area;
· Ensure the implementation of the Plans of activation of the National CMCs Program  in close collaboration with the Ministry of Planning and Development; 
· Coordinate and realize financial and technical viability studies with the goal of correctly utilize ICTs on National Program of CMCs; 

· Promote the main objectives of the Program, disseminating and sharing activities, results, learning experiences and good practices;

· Ensure the coordination with and between the different partners and donors of the National CMCs Program;
· Ensure that all the activities are planned and implemented in accordance with the established agreements with the various financial institutions and  in particular, the fulfillment of the rules of the World Bank in financial, property and human resources areas;

· Develop actions with the goal of mobilize additional resources to implement National Program of CMCs activities;
· Propose hiring of services, staff, and purchasing of equipment and other goods and services;

· Realize other activities defined by the MCT management or the Coordinator of the MEGCIP Project, or the Consultative Group in accordance with the program requirements;

· Be proactive in implementing field activities;

· Promote and guide the dissemination of information to the target groups;

· Provide support to the content and multimedia officers in preparing and implementing CMCs and Community radio competition, professional training courses and workshops, and on the establishment and management of communication channels with local partners and the helpdesk on eGovernance and other activities of the National CMCs Program; 
REQUIRED QUALIFICATIONS, KNOWLEDGE AND EXPERIENCE:
For appointment of this position, the candidate must:
· Hold a University diploma in ICTs area, Business Management or MBA awarded by a duly authorized education institution; 

· Have at least a 5 years track record experience in Project Management  and Information and Communication Technologies, in particular in ICTs rural access centres;

· Experience in managing teams and working in teams;

· Experience in working in rural areas with similar conditions of Mozambique rural areas. Specific experience in Mozambique will be an advantage;
· Experience planning and implementation ICT training programs;
· Analytic and problem solving capabilities;
· Capacity to efficiently communicate, either oral or in writing, in Portuguese and English;
· Sincerity, honesty and interpersonal skills;

· Capacity to conduct negotiations and communicate very well either individually or in group;

· Valid driving license.
DURATION OF CONTRACT:
The successful candidate will be based in Maputo. The duration of the initial contract is one year with the possibility of extension. 
Remuneration will be negotiated taking into account the candidate’s qualifications and experience as well as the market rates. 
The commencement date is 01st April 2010 or before.
